Pilgrims – Separatists who settled in N.E. (Plymouth - - wanted to separate from the Church of England.

Prince Henry the Navigator – 

Renaissance – in Europe - - revival of culture, art, philosophy, etc.

Protestant Reformation – 

Spanish Armada (fleet) – Defeated by England in 1588. 

Joint Stock Company – 

Jamestown – First English colony in North America - - 1607 - - became Virginia - - originally looking for gold. 

Maryland Act of Tolerance – 

Calvinism – 

Predestination – 

Puritans – 

Mayflower Compact – Consent of the governed - - agreement of the first settlers to abide by the laws they made. 

Fundamental Orders of  Conn. – 

New England Confederation – 1650’s - - plan to unite for defense vs. Indians.

New France – 

Washington’s  Ohio Mission – Washington was sent to survey the Ohio Valley - - helped to provoke French & Indian War.

Seven Years War- 

Albany Congress – 1754 – Franklin’s plan to tie colonies closer together for defense vs. Indians. 

Pontiac’s Uprising – 

Proclamation of 1763 – Part of new colonial policy - - colonists couldn’t settle west of the Appalachians.

Enlightenment – 

Great Awakening – First religious revival - - 1730’s - - Fundamentalist

The Zenger Case –

Mercantilism –

Navigation Laws – 

Stamp Act – English tax of  “papers” to raise money for England.

Virtual Representation – 

Sons of Liberty – Radical group opposed to England - - in Boston - - protested British taxes, etc. - - led by Sam Adams.

Committees of Correspondence -  

Intolerable Acts – English laws and taxes to punish colonies for Boston Tea Party - - very restrictive.

First Continental Congress -  First time colonial leaders met to discuss problems with England – 1774.

Common Sense – 

Declaration of Independence – July 4, 1776 - - states the reasons for independence and government - - written by Thomas Jefferson.

Saratoga – 

Alliance with France – 

Yorktown – 

Treaty of Paris ​– 1783 - - ended American Revolution - - U.S. gained independence and boundaries - - 13 colonies to the Mississippi River.

Articles of Confederation – 

Land Ordinance of 1785 – provided for orderly creation of territories and

Northwest Ordinance of 1787 – states in Ohio Valley - - during Art. Of Conf. 

Shay’s Rebellion –

Annapolis Convention – 1786 - - attempt to redo Articles - - led to Philadelphia Convention.

Philadelphia Convention –

Great Compromise – Over type of representation in Congress - - big states (population) vs. small states (equality) - - led to bicameral legislature.

Three-Fifths Compromise – 

Federalists and Anti-Federalists –

The Federalist –

Hamilton’s Financial Plan – To put U.S. on a sound financial basis - favored rich - - Bank of U.S.  - - implied powers.

Bank of U.S. –

Loose Construction – Loose interpretation of construction - - expansion of government power - - elastic clause - - implied powers.

Strict Construction –

Neutrality Proclamation – Washington as President - - stay out of Europe’s wars - - no help for France or England.

Citizen Genet –

Jay Treaty – 1795 - - U.S. & England - - British withdraw from the Ohio Valley area.

XYZ Affair –

Naval War with France – Undeclared - - during Adam’s Presidency - - over U.S. neutrality.

Alien and Sedition Acts –

Virginia and Kentucky Resolutions – Statements criticizing the Alien & Sedition acts - - said that a state could nullify a law it felt was unconstitutional.

Square Deal –

Pure Food and Drug Act – TR - - because of muckrakers.

Hepburn Act –

Ballinger-Pinchot Controversy – During Taft’s Presidency - - over conservation

New Nationalism –

Dollar Diplomacy – TR & Taft - - U.S. investments in Latin America.

Bull Moose Campaign – 

New Freedom – Wilson’s progressive plans.

Federal Reserve Act – 

Federal Trade Commission – Wilson - - to protect consumers against unfair trade practices.

Clayton-Antitrust Act –

Wilson’s Intervention in Mexico – When Huerta killed Madero, Wilson refused to recognize when Huerta - - led to dispute - - U.S. troops in Mexico.

Pershing’s Expedition –

Central Powers – W.W.I - - Germany, Austria, Turkey.

Allied Powers – 

Lusitania – 1914  - - German U-boat sank passenger ship without warning.

Sussex Ultimatum –

Unrestricted Submarine Warfare – German U-boats sank ships without warning - - when Germany resumed it - - U.S. declared war.

Zimmerman Note – 

Russian Revolution – Overthrow Czar - - Communists then took over.

Fourteen Points –

League of Nations – Wilson’s plans for collective security and world government.

Aaron Burr – Vice-president under Jefferson - - killed Hamilton in a duel.

Judiciary Act, 1801 – 

Marbury v. Madison – 1803 - - Supreme Court ruled that it sould review laws or policies of Congress/President.

Lousiana Purchase –

Lewis and Clark – 1804-1806 - - explored Louisiana territory and Oregon.

Chesapeake Affair –

Embargo Act of 1807 – forbade U.S. trade with anyone to keep U.S. out of war with England/France.

Macon’s Bill #2 –

War Hawks – Wanted war with England - - wanted to invade Canada.

Henry Clay –

Tecumseh – Indian leader in battles over Northwest territory.

War of 1812 –

Treaty of Ghent – Ended war of 1812 - - treaty resolved nothing.

Hartford Convention –

Rush-Bagot Treaty – U.S. and England - - disarmed the Great Lakes - - settle future disputes peacefully.

John Marshall –

McCulloch vs. Maryland – 1819 - - Over the Bank of the United States - - said that government had elastic powers to make “necessary and proper” laws.

Cohens vs. Virginia –

Gibbons vs. Ogden – U.S. government had power to regulate interstate commerce.

Fletcher vs. Peck –

Dartmouth vs. Woodward – ruled that contracts were legal, binding documents.

Era of Good Feelings – 

Missouri Compromise – over slavery - - Missouri enters as slave state/Maine enters as free state – 36˚ 30’ line for slavery in territory.

Monroe Doctrine – 

“Corrupt Bargain” – 1824 election - - Adams and Clay keep Jackson from being President.

Tariff of Abominations –

Andrew Jackson – President - - Democrat - - “Rise of the Common Man.”

Kitchen Cabinet –

Peggy Eaton – Wife of cabinet member; bad reputation; other wives would not accept her; created a conflict within Jackson administration.

Webster-Hayne Debate –

Nullification Crisis – South Carolina attempts to leave union over tariff but Jackson will not let them.

Indian Removals –

Texas’ Revolution – Americans revolt and gain independence from Mexico-1835.

Independent Treasury System –

Whigs – Clay’s party - - against Jackson and his policies - - won Pres. In 1840, 1848.

Manifest Destiny –

Annexation of Texas – favored by South - - opposed by North - - 1844 election issue.

Mexican War –

Wilmot Proviso – Attempt for Constitutional Amendment to prohibit slavery in Mexican territories - - failed.

Commonwealth vs. Hunt –

Temperance – Oppose alcoholic beverages; women’s cause.

Seneca Falls –

Mormons – Persecuted religious group – led by Brigham Young - - settled in Utah.

Abolition – 

The Liberator – Garrison’s newspaper for abolition.

Gag Resolution –

Nat Turner – led slave revolt in Virginia in 1831 - - provoked fear in Southerners.

Popular Sovereignty –

Sectionalism – North vs. South over many issues: slavery, tariff, economy, lifestyle.

Compromise of 1850 –

Clayton-Bulwater Treaty – U.S. and England agree to build Panama Canal in the future.

Ostend Manifesto –

Kansas-Nebraska Act – 1854 - - by Stephan Douglas - - opened up territories north of 36˚ 30’ for popular sovereignty.

Republican Party –

Uncle Tom’s Cabin – Anti-slavery book - - H.B. Stowe - - greatly angered the South.

Dred-Scott Case – 1857 - - Supreme Court said slaves were property - - no rights; Congress could not restrict slavery in territories.

Lincoln-Douglas Debates –

Harper’s Ferry – John Brown’s Raid - - tried to get weapons to free slaves.

Secession –

Crittendon Compromise – Proposal to try to keep southern states from leaving the Union - - Constitutional Amendment to legalize slavery in the South.

Fort Sumter –

Bull Run – In Virginia - - South defeated North - - sent North running back to Washington, D.C.

Vicksburg/Gettysburg –

Appomattox – April, 1865 - - Lee surrenders to Grant.

Trent Affair – 

Emancipation Proclamation – Lincoln freed slaves in CSA only.

Greenback –

Suspension of Habeas Corpus – by Lincoln - - declared martial law in many places during the Civil War - - suspended right to hold someone without charging them.

Assassination of Lincoln –

Lincoln’s 10% Plan – lenient reconstruction plan to allow South back into the Union.

Radical Republicans –

Joint Committee on Reconstruction – House & Senate - - composed of Radical Republicans.

Civil Rights Bill –

14th Amendment – Equal Rights - - Equal protections of the laws.

15th Amendment – 

Scalawags – White southerners who worked with Blacks, carpetbaggers during Reconstruction.

Carpetbaggers – 

Ex Parte Milligan – Case that ruled against Lincoln’s suspension of Habeas Corpus.

Force Acts –

Tenure of Office Act – Radical Republicans measure - - President could not fire cabinet members.

Solid South – 

Tweed Ring – boss Tweed’s political corruption in New York in 1870’s.

Credit Mobilier – 

Whiskey Ring – scandal during Grant’s presidency over bribes to avoid paying tax on Whiskey.

Bland Allison Act – 

Compromise of 1877 – Over disputed election of 1876 - - Hayes became president - - North removed troops from South - - reconstruction ends.

Pendleton Act of 1883 –

Civil Service Commission – Set up to exam, review and test applicants for some government jobs.

Laissez-faire – 

Union & Central Pacific – First railroads built across country - - transcontinental railroad.

Granger Movement –

Wabash Case – Supreme Court said that states could not regulate interstate commerce.

Interstate Commerce Act –

Bessemer Process – New steelmaking process which made steel stronger, more flexible; led to use of steel in building.

Standard Oil – J.D. Rockefeller’s oil company trust.

Gospel of Wealth – 

Sherman Anti-trust Act – 1895 - - Passed to restrict monopolies, trusts.

National Labor Union –

Knights of Labor – First strong labor group - - 1860’s-1880’s - - all workers in one union.

American Federation of Labor –

Haymarket Riot – Chicago - - Riot blamed on labor union.

New Immigration –

Social Darwinism – Theory that only the strongest in society prosper and survive.

Sand Creek Massacre –

Little Big Horn – Custer’s last stand.

Century of Horn –

Dawes Act – Tried to make Indians citizens.

Wounded Knee –

Long Drive – Cattle drive from range to railroad station.

Comstock Lode – 

Homestead Act – Gave people land if they agreed to settle and farm it.

Safety Valve Theory –

Sharecropping – In south - - poor farmers who rented land and supplies.

Greenback – 

Populists – 1890’s - - Party of the farmers - - absorbed by the Democrats.

Sherman Silver Purchase Act -

Jim Crow Laws – Laws passed in South to segregate blacks.

Plessy vs. Ferguson –

Pullman Strike – Chicago - - 1890’s - - railroad strike - - tied up the country - - President Cleaveland sent troops to break it up.

Wilson-Gorman Tariff – 

Gold Standard Act of 1890 –

Venezuela Boundary Dispute – 1890’s - - U.S. intervened - - use of Monroe Doctrine - - settled by arbitration.

Yellow Journalism –

Influence of Sea Power on History – Mahan - - Big Navy theory - - influenced U.S. leaders to acquire an empire - - influence for U.S. imperialism.

Samoan Crisis –

Hawaiian Acquisition – 1898 - - U.S. took Hawaii after American planters revolted against the Queen.

Cuban Revolution –

War of 1898 – U.S. vs. Spain - - U.S. enters war after U.S.S. Maine, DeLome letter, yellow press - - U.S. wins - - acquires empire.

Anti-Imperialist League –

Insular Cases – Supreme Court ruled that the Constitution does not follow the flag - - after U.S. acquired an empire.

Platt Amendment –

Teller Amendment – before Spanish-American War - - U.S. said they were not interested in an empire and would not take Cuba.

Open Door Notes –

Hay-Pauncefote Treaty – U.S. and England - - agree to allow U.S. to build canal alone.

Hay-Bunau-Varilla Treaty –

Panama Canal – Built by U.S. (T.R.) - - needed for U.S. navy to get from Atlantic to Pacific.

Roosevelt Corollary to the Monroe Doctrine –

Portsmouth Conference – Ended Russo-Japanese war 1905 - - T.R. mediated - - won Nobel Peace Prize.

Japanese School Incident –

Gentleman’s Agreement –

Root-Takahira Agreement – U.S. & Japan agree to recognize each other’s possessions in the Pacific.

Progressivism –

Muckrakers – Writers, journalists who exposed graft, corruption, abuses.

The Jungle –

Progressive Political Reforms – 17th Amendment: direct election of senators.  19th Amendment: Women’s right to vote.  Secret ballot, initiative, referendum, recall, direct primary, city manager, and commission form of local government also progressive reforms.

Self-Determination – each country could determine for itself the type of government it would have.

Liberty Loans –

A.E.F. – American Expeditionary Forces - - U.S. troops in Europe in W.W.I.

Espionage Act – 

Sedition Act – Outlawed criticism of government during W.W.I.

Armistice – 

Rejection of Treaty of Versailles – by U.S. Senate; isolationist; afraid of involving U.S. in World affairs.

Reparations –

Return to Normalcy – After W.W.I./Progressive Era - - G.O.P. & Harding campaign slogan in 1920.

Red Scare –

Volstead Act – Became the 18th amendment, Prohibition.

Sacco-Vanzetti –

Immigration Act of 1924 – restricted immigrants from South & East Europe.

Fundamentalism –

Lindbergh – 1927 - - Hero - - first man to fly across Atlantic.

Babe Ruth –

Bull Market – 1920’s - - Stock market - - When stocks are rising in value.

Teapot Dome –

Kellogg-Briand Pact – 1928 - - idealistic - - plan to outlaw war.

War Street Crash –

Hoovervilles – Shantytowns on edge of city of unemployed, homeless people.

R.F.C. –

Norris-Laguardia Act –

Good Neighbors – Hoover’s & FDR’s policy with Latin America.

Bonus Act –

New Deal – FDR’s plans to bring U.S. out of depression.

Brains Trust –

The Hundred Days – first 3 months of New Deal.

CCC –

WPA – Works Progress Administration - - work projects to give people jobs.

NRA –

Blue Eagle – Symbol of NRA.

Dust Eagle –

SEC – Securities & Exchange Commission - - set up to regulate stock market.

TVA –

FHA – Federal Housing Authority - - money to buy/build new houses.

Social Security Act –

NLRA – National Labor Relations Act - - gave workers the right to join unions (organize) and bargain collectively - - called Wagner Act.

FLSA –

Court Packing – FDR’s scheme to pack the Supreme Court with liberal judges - - it failed - - 1937.

Neutrality Acts –

Panay Incident – 1930’s - - Japan sank U.S. ships in China - - U.S. did nothing.

Munich Conference –

Russo-German Non-Aggression Treaty – 1939 - - SU/Nazi agreement not to attack each other and to let Nazi’s attack Poland.

America First –

Destroyer-base Deal – U.S. trades Eng. Destroyers for naval bases.

Lend-Lease –

Pearl Harbor – December 7, 1941 - - Japanese surprise attack that brought U.S. into W.W.II.

Japanese Relocation –

Bataan – Philippines - - U.S. held out until Japanese finally won - - 1942.

Coral Sea – 

Midway – Air/Sea battle in Pacific - - stopped Japanese advance.

Second Front –

Stalingrad – W.W.II - - in Russia - - turning point - - SU stopped German advance.

Unconditional Surrender –

Normandy Invasion – D-Day; June, 1944; U.S. invasion in France; W.W.II.

Potsdam Conference –

Hiroshima/Nagasaki – Atomic bomb targets.

Yalta Conference –

United Nations – After W.W. II - - world organization to try to prevent possibility of world war.

Taft-Hartley Act – 

Iron Curtain – First named by Churchill - - referred to Soviet dominated Eastern Europe.

Truman Doctrine –

Marshall Plan – Truman’s/Marshall’s plan for economic aid to West Europe after W.W. II - - to rebuild Europe and stop communism.

House Committee on Un-American Activities –

Senator McCarthy – conducted witch hunt - - tried to find communists in government by holding hearings and investigations.

Alger Hiss –

Berlin Airlift – SU blockaded West Berlin - - U.S. flew in supplies 24 hours a day.

Rosenburgs –

Fair Deal – Truman’s program of continuing New Deal reforms and providing for prosperity.

Collapse of Nationalist China – 1949 - - reds took over - - Mao leader - - kicked out Chiang Kai-Shek.

Korean War –

Brown vs. Board of Education – Overturned Plessy vs. Ferguson - - no “separate but equal” in schools.

Rosa Parks –

Martin Luther King Jr. – black civil rights leader - - non-violent protest - - assassinated in 1968 - - “I Have a Dream” speech.

Ho Chi Minh –

Sputnik – 1957 - - First satellite ever - - Soviet - - U.S. responded with more intense science and math.

U-2 Incident –

Fidel Castro – Communist leader of Cuba.

New Frontier –

Peace Corps – JFK’s plan to use people to help underdeveloped countries.

Berlin Wall –

Flexible Response – JFK - -  More than one way to respond to threat, crisis.

Bay of Pigs –

Cuban Missile Crisis – S.U. placed missiles in Cuba - - JFK made them take them out - - October, 1962 - - begins to end Cold War.

Nuclear Test-Ban Treaty –

Lee Harvey Oswald – November 22, 1963 - - JFK assassin.

Tonkin Gulf Resolution –

Civil Rights Act of 1964 – Guaranteed equal rights, opportunities for all in housing, jobs, education, etc.

Watts –

Pueblo – 1968 - - U.S. spy ship captured by North Korea.

Tet –

Gideon vs. Wainwright – 1960’s - - State will provide lawyer.

Escobido Case –

Miranda Case – 1960’s - - State will provide lawyer.

Cambodian Excursion –

SALT – 1970’s - - Strategic Arms Limitation Treaty - - U.S. & S.U.

Watergate –

Arab Oil Embargo – 1970’s - - Arabs refuse to sell oil to U.S.

Bicentennial –

Panama Canal Crisis – Carter returns canal to Canada.

OPEC –

Iranian Hostage Crisis – 1978-1980 - - Iran holds Americans hostage.

I.W.W. –

Dien Bien Phu – 1954 - - French lost Indochina (Vietnam).
