1830s: Opening of Mount Holyoke Seminary (Mass.)
Admission of women to Oberlin College in 1837

Women reformers/Dorothea Dix

1848: First Women’s Rights Convention, Seneca Falls, New York

Involvement in the anti-slavery movement

1869: National Women’s Suffrage Association formed

1870s-1900: Women’s Clubs provide means of developing their abilities

New Fields of employment

1874: W.C.T.U./Frances Willard, Carrie Nation

1889: Settlement house in Chicago/Jane Adams-helped define a new role for women

1890: National American Women’s Suffrage Association formed (NAWSA)

Suffrage was the symbolic cause of all the things women felt they should be free to do

1912: Militant tactics introduced by Alice Paul

1920: 19th Amendment

1920s: League of Women Voters organized

Margaret Sanger leads a crusade for birth control

Flapper style of living embraced

1930s: First woman cabinet member-Frances Perkins

1940s: (WWII) Enter labor force in huge numbers

1950s: Feminism revived by Betty Friedan’s book, The Feminine Mystique

1961: President’s Commission on the Status of Women is set up, findings in 1963.
1964: Civil Rights Act forbids discrimination in employment on account of sex

1966: National Organization for Women (NOW) formed/
